






2008 Dryden Lectureship in
Research
The 2008 Dryden Lectureship in Research will take
place on Monday, 7 January, 1730–1830 hrs.
The Lectureship emphasizes the great importance of
basic research to advancement in aeronautics and 
astronautics and is a salute to research scientists and 
engineers. It is named in honor of Dr. Hugh L.
Dryden, renowned leader in aerospace research 
programs. The 2008 lecture will be presented by 
Dr. Steven W. Squyres, Cornell University, Ithaca, 
New York.

2008 William Littlewood
Memorial Lecture
The 2008 William Littlewood Memorial Lecture will
take place on Tuesday, 8 January, 1730–1830 hrs.
The Lectureship focuses on a broad phase of civil air
transportation considered of current interest and major
importance. The objective is to advance air transport
engineering and to recognize those who make 
personal contributions to the field. Jointly sponsored 
by AIAA and SAE, the Lectureship perpetuates the
memory of William Littlewood, the only person ever 
to be president of both AIAA and SAE. He was
renowned for his contributions to the design of, and
operational requirements for, civil transport aircraft.
The 2008 lecture will be presented by Dr. Earl M.
Murman, Massachusetts Institute of Technology, 
Cambridge, Massachusetts.

2008 von Kármán
Lectureship in Astronautics
The 2008 von Kármán Lectureship in Astronautics will
take place on Wednesday, 9 January, 1730–1830
hrs. The Lectureship honors an individual who has 
performed notably and distinguished themselves 
technically in the field of astronautics. It is named for
Theodore von Kármán, world famous authority on
aerospace sciences. The 2008 lecture will be 
presented by Dr. Edward J. Weiler, Director, NASA
Goddard Space Flight Center, Greenbelt, Maryland.

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Flow Control II: Specialist’s
Course on Flow Control
Instructors: Belinda Batten, Daniel N. Miller, 
and David Williams

The techniques of active flow control are becoming
more sophisticated as fluid dynamics, control, and
dynamical systems theory merge to design control
architectures capable of solving challenging flow
control applications. The two-day course will examine
advanced topics in active flow control, placing particu-
lar emphasis on “how to do flow control.” This new
course will complement the AIAA Modern Flow
Control I Short Course. Modern dynamical systems
and control theory related to closed-loop flow control
and performance limitations will be discussed. State-of-
the-art actuator and sensor design techniques will be
covered. Two case studies will be presented that
describe recent success stories about the implementa-
tion of active flow control on advanced aircraft. The
seven course lecturers, coming from industry and aca-
demia, have extensive backgrounds in flow control.

Large-Eddy Simulations: Theory,
Applications, and Advanced Topics
Instructors: Ugo Piomelli, Jack R. Edwards, and 
Fernando F. Grinstein

This course will provide an introduction to the large-
eddy simulation of turbulent flows, as well as the dis-
cussion of some advanced topics. The first day will be
devoted to the introductory discussion, including
theory and applications of this method. During the
second day, two special topics will be discussed, 
namely LES techniques based on alternative (non-
conventional) approaches to subgrid-scale modeling
and hybrid RANS/LES methods.

Systems Engineering Fundamentals
Instructor: John C. Hsu

In today’s globalized environment, manufacturing and
designing companies compete for business. To be suc-
cessful, companies need to practice strategies that mini-
mize the possibility of degradation of product quality,
cost overrun, schedule slippage, customer dissatisfac-
tion, and system development failures. In this course,
you will learn why we need systems engineering; the
systems engineering fundamentals, including require-
ments analysis and development, functional analysis
and allocation, and design decision analysis based on
requirements; risk management throughout the devel-
opment and design cycle; Integrated Master Plan/Inte-
grated Master Schedule and Work Breakdown Structure
for development and design management; technical
performance measurement for measuring, tracking,
and validating design; and interface management across
in-house disciplines, supplier, and customer.

Fundamentals and Applications of
Plasma Physics
Instructors: Joseph J.S. Shang, George J.
Williams, John E. Foster, and Shi Tsan (S.T.) Wu

This course will provide an introduction to plasma
physics enabling an understanding of basic plasma
processes and insight into a wide variety of ongoing
research. Beginning with a discussion of the funda-
mental properties and characteristics of plasmas, the
first day of the course then addresses techniques for
plasma generation and numerical simulation. Emphasis
is placed on low-temperature plasmas associated with
such applications as aerodynamic flow control, plasma
propulsion, and plasma processing. The first half of day
two integrates the material from day one into a discus-
sion of flow control applications which are currently of
significant interest. In the afternoon, additional appli-
cations such as ignition and combustion stability,
plasma propulsion, and microwave plasma generation
will be discussed. These may be tailored to meet the
interests of participants given sufficient notification.
The course concludes with a brief overview of plasma
diagnostics and modeling capabilities.

C++ in Aerospace Simulations—
Hands-On Workshop
Instructor: Peter H. Zipfel

This two-day workshop introduces engineers and 
programmers to object oriented programming of 
aerospace vehicle simulations. C++ constructs like
polymorphism, inheritance, and encapsulation will be
applied, while a multi-object UAV simulation is being
built. To provide hands-on experience, the course 
alternates between lectures and experiments. The
instructor introduces C++ features together with mod-
eling of aerodynamics, propulsion, and autopilot, while

the trainee executes and modifies the simulation. All
source code and plotting programs will be provided as
well as the text book Modeling and Simulation of 
Aerospace Vehicles, authored by the instructor. Partici-
pants should bring an IBM PC compatible lap top com-
puter with Microsoft Visual C++ 2005 (free download
from MS). As prerequisites, facility with C++ and
familiarity with flight dynamics is desirable. This
course highlights C++ architectures of aerospace simu-
lations and culminates in a multi-object simulation of
interacting UAVs, satellites and targets, which can serve
as the basis for further development.

Effective Use of the CFD General
Notation System (CGNS) for 
Commercial and Research 
Applications
Instructors: Christopher Rumsey, Marc Poinot,
Thomas Hauser, Ken Alabi, and Bruce Wedan

CFD General Notation System (CGNS) has developed
into a popular standard for the storage and exchange of
CFD data in the aerospace community and is now an
AIAA Recommended Practice. The use of this standard
allows a compatible application or user to communicate
CFD setup and information to or from other third-party
CFD tools including mesh generators, solvers, and post-
processors. This course will introduce the participants
to CGNS, the data format, the standard, and the soft-
ware implementing the standard. Participants will be
provided comprehensive information for integrating
CGNS into their applications. Examples will include
implementation scenarios in sample academic or com-
mercial applications and cover CFD data including
structured and unstructured grids, solution data, gov-
erning equations, and boundary conditions. Participants
will also have the opportunity to introduce their own
sample applications for guidance on how to integrate
and make use of CGNS for data storage or interchange.

Safety Management Systems for
the Aerospace Industry
Instructor: Guido Fuentes

This course provides the basic doctrine and practical
guidelines for the application of Safety Management
Systems (SMS) throughout the Aerospace industry. 
The SMS approach stresses the practice of managing
safety with a process oriented system safety approach
emphasizing not only the application of strict and 
comprehensive technical standards, but also the effec-
tive application of management systems that ensure risk
management and safety assurance. This SMS doctrine
applies to products and service life cycles in all areas of
the Aerospace system such as the design, manufacture,
operation, maintenance, and management of all kinds
of air and space vehicle systems and components.
